REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate
The Voice

In the regions where Jesus was an itinerant preacher,
three or four flocks could be kept in a communal sheep-
fold for safety. In the morning, the shepherds would come
and, as each called out, the sheep attuned to the sound of
his voice would follow to life-giving pasture.

We are surrounded by hundreds of voices clamouring for
our attention. We are bombarded by messages, social me-
dia incessantly chattering. Jesus invites us to get attuned
to his voice, listening for the distinctive sound of it so that,
even if it is faintly heard in a cacophony, we immediately
turn toward it so that we can follow it in a life-giving direc-
tion.

How do we get attuned to that voice? By reading the gos-
pels. A Chinese student once told me that the Chinese
character for gospel is ‘happy sounds’. | like the plural.
Jesus’ gospel voice is not a monotone but a polyphony
sounding in different ways in different situations.

As disciples, we have to get onto the same wavelength as
that voice so that we can echo it in our own lives. We be-
come reverberations of Christ’s voice in many different
situations, helping him to lead others to life-giving pas-
tures.

We could take a moment to pray for better listening so
that we might recognise the gospel voice of Jesus Christ,
especially at the moment of death. Then we may hear the
one voice we need and long for: ‘Today you will be with
me in paradise.’

REFLECTION by Dianne Bergant CSA

This Sunday is traditionally known as Good Shepherd Sun-
day. Two major themes emerge from the readings: an im-
age of the one who saves; and the power of salvation it-
self. The one who saves is not a mighty warrior who comes
in military array. In fact, he is the one who was rejected,
who was hunted down, humiliated, tortured and hung na-
ked on a tree, there to die in shame. The one who saves is
the cornerstone of the building, holding it together, form-
ing a firm foundation so that the structure will not col-
lapse. The one who saves is a lowly shepherd, entrusted
with sheep, not with the affairs of state. The one who
saves is an unlikely saviour. This characterisation should
give us pause. Is it possible that we have been looking for
a saviour in the wrong places?

God’s saving power flows from steadfast covenant love. It
broke open the world in the death and resurrection of Je-
sus and it overflows as healing grace. The saving power in
the name of Jesus, a name that itself means ‘saviour’ (cf.
Matt 1:21), is for all people, even for those sheep who do
not yet belong to this fold. Furthermore, it is for all time;
God’s mercy endures forever. Through our baptism we can
bring the saving grace of God to a world in desperate need
of healing. We can do this in our families, in our local com-
munities, in the workplace, in so many situations of our
lives.
