First Reading 
Exodus 17:3-7 
Tormented by thirst, the people complained 
against Moses. ‘Why did you bring us out of 
Egypt?’ they said. ‘Was it so that I should die of 
thirst, my children too, and my cattle?’ Moses 
appealed to the Lord. ‘How am I to deal with 
this people?’ he said. ‘A little more and they will 
stone me!’ The Lord said to Moses, ‘Take with 
you some of the elders of Israel and move on to 
the forefront of the people; take in your hand 
the staff with which you struck the river, and go. 
I shall be standing before you there on the rock, 
at Horeb. You must strike the rock, and water 
will flow from it for the people to drink.’ This is 
what Moses did, in the sight of the elders of 
Israel. The place was named Massah and 
Meribah because of the grumbling of the sons 
of Israel and because they put the Lord to the 
test by saying, ‘Is the Lord with us, or not?’

Romans 5:1-2. 5-8 
Through our Lord Jesus Christ by faith we are 
judged righteous and at peace with God, since 
it is by faith and through Jesus that we have 
entered this state of grace in which we can 
boast about looking forward to God’s glory. This 
hope is not deceptive, because the love of God 
has been poured into our hearts by the Holy 
Spirit which has been given us. We were still 
helpless when at his appointed moment Christ 
died for sinful men. It is not easy to die even for 
a good man – though of course for someone 
really worthy, a man might be prepared to die – 
but what proves that God loves us is that Christ 
died for us while we were still sinners.

Gospel 
John 4:5-42 
Jesus came to the Samaritan town called  
Sychar, near the land that Jacob gave to his son 
Joseph. Jacob’s well is there and Jesus, tired by 
the journey, sat straight down by the well. It 
was about the sixth hour. When a Samaritan 
woman came to draw water, Jesus said to her, 
‘Give me a drink.’ His disciples had gone into 
the town to buy food. The Samaritan woman 
said to him, ‘What? You are a Jew and you ask 
me, a Samaritan, for a drink?’ – Jews, in fact, do 
not associate with Samaritans. Jesus replied: 
‘If you only knew what God is offering 

and who it is that is saying to you: 
Give me a drink, 
you would have been the one to ask, 
and he would have given you living water.’ 
‘You have no bucket, sir,’ she answered ‘and 
the well is deep: how could you get this living 
water? Are you a greater man than our father 
Jacob who gave us this well and drank from it 
himself with his sons and his cattle?’ Jesus 
replied: 
‘Whoever drinks this waterwill get thirsty again; 
but anyone who drinks the water that I shall 
givewill never be thirsty again: 
the water that I shall give 
will turn into a spring inside him, welling up to 
eternal life.’ 
‘Sir,’ said the woman, ‘give me some of that 
water, so that I may never get thirsty and never 
have to come here again to draw water.’ ‘Go 
and call your husband’ said Jesus to her ‘and 
come back here.’ The woman answered, ‘I have 
no husband.’ He said to her, ‘You are right to 
say, “I have no husband”; for although you have 
had five, the one you have now is not your  
husband. You spoke the truth there.’ ‘I see you 
are a prophet, sir’ said the woman. ‘Our fathers 
worshipped on this mountain, while you say 
that Jerusalem is the place where one ought to 
worship.’ Jesus said: 
‘Believe me, woman, the hour is coming 
when you will worship the Father neither on this 
mountain nor in Jerusalem. 
You worship what you do not 
know; 
we worship what we do know; 
for salvation comes from the Jews. 
But the hour will come – in fact it is 
here already when true worship-
pers will worship the Father in 
spirit and truth: 
that is the kind of worshipper 
the Father wants. 
God is spirit, 
and those who worship must wor-
ship in spirit and truth.’ 
The woman said to him, ‘I know that Messiah – 
that is, Christ – is coming; and when he comes 
he will tell us everything.’ ‘I who am speaking to 
you,’ said Jesus ‘I am he.’ 
At this point his disciples returned, and were 
surprised to find him speaking to a woman, 
though none of them asked, ‘What do you want 
from her?’ or, ‘Why are you talking to her?’ The 
woman put down her water jar and hurried 
back to the town to tell the people, ‘Come and 
see a man who has told me everything I ever 
did; I wonder if he is the Christ?’ This brought 
people out of the town and they started walking 
towards him. 
Meanwhile, the disciples were urging him, 
‘Rabbi, do have something to eat’; but he said, 
‘I have food to eat that you do not know about.’ 
So the disciples asked one another, ‘Has some-
one been bringing him food?’ But Jesus said: 
‘My food is to do the will of the one who sent 
me, and to complete his work. 
Have you not got a saying: 
Four months and then the harvest? 
Well, I tell you: 
Look around you, look at the fields; 
already they are white, ready for harvest!

From Parish Priest’s Desk 
 

“Lord, give us the thirst for the right waters.” 
The Gospel of this Sunday presents the beautiful encounter between 
Jesus and the Samaritan woman at the well (John 4:5–42). The  
woman came to draw ordinary water, but she encountered the One 
who offers living water — the water that truly satisfies the deepest 
thirst of the human heart. 
Human life is often shaped by different thirsts. We thirst for  
happiness, the thirst for love, thirst for success, thirst for security 
and thirst for recognition. Many people run from one well to another 
hoping to satisfy this longing. Yet the more we drink from the wells 
of wealth, pleasure, popularity or possessions, the more we discover 
that the thirst still remains. 
Jesus gently reveals a deeper truth: the human heart is created for 
something greater. Only God can satisfy the deepest longing of the 
soul. That is why Jesus tells the woman, “Whoever drinks the water 
that I shall give will never thirst.” 
The living water that Christ offers is the grace of God that renews 
the heart, heals our wounds and fills our lives with lasting peace. 
Lent is a time to rediscover this thirst for God. Through prayer, 
fasting and charity, we gradually detach ourselves from the waters 
that cannot satisfy and open our hearts to the living water that 
flows from Christ. The more we learn to dive deep into the well of 
eternity the greater will be our satisfaction and deeper the  
quenching of the thirst for God in our being.  
Let this be our prayer during this Lenten journey: 
“Lord, purify our desires and give us the thirst for the right waters — 
the living water that comes from you alone.” May we find that the 
waters other than the living water never quenches or satisfies our 
thirst in reality.

REFLECTION by Greg Sunter 
Gospel Reflection 

The encounter between Jesus and the Samaritan woman at the 
well is rich in historical and cultural nuance that enhances our 
understanding and interpretation of this passage. When he asks 
the woman for a drink, Jesus breaks two cultural taboos: firstly, 
for a man to speak directly to an unchaperoned woman was 
somewhat scandalous; secondly, as the woman points out, Jesus 
is a Jew and directly addresses a Samaritan – another scandal. 
Jesus successfully gains the woman’s attention by ignoring these 
social taboos but she fails to fully understand his reference to 
‘living water’.  

The reference to the woman’s five husbands has often been 
construed to suggest that she was either a prostitute or a serial 

widow. However, it may in fact be a reference to 
the Samaritans binding themselves (wedding  
themselves) to the five books of the Torah and  
ignoring the writings of the prophets and other later 
writings. This reference is followed by another fact 
that set Jews and Samaritans apart: the Samaritans 
worshipped God on a local mountain, Mt Gerazim, 
whilst the Jews held that true worship could only 
take place in Jerusalem. Jesus dismisses this major 

difference between Jews and Samaritans by declaring that soon 
‘true worshippers will worship the Father in spirit and truth’. He 
is indicating the much more personal relationship with God that 
he models; not bound up by ritual, place and law. 

Having set the scene for breaking down the walls between Jews 
and Samaritans, Jesus then reveals to the woman unequivocally 
that he is the promised Messiah. The woman rushes back to the 
town to spread the good news about Jesus. She becomes a  
missionary for him; and a remarkably effective one. The people 
are convinced by her testimony and flock to Jesus where they 
have their own personal faith encounter with him. 

Historical Context – Jews and Samaritans 
Samaritans descended from one of the tribes of Israel. They held 
faithful to Mt Gerazim as the first place for the worship of God 
even when the prophet Elijah declared a new place for worship. 
In the 7th and 8th Centuries BCE, the Assyrians descended on 
the Northern and Southern Kingdoms of Israel. The Samaritans 
in the north assimilated with the Assyrians, whilst the Jews were 
taken into exile in Babylon. When the Jews returned from exile, 
the Samaritans offered to assist in the reconstruction of the 
Temple. This infuriated the Jews and led to centuries of distrust 
and animosity. 

Gospel Focus – Transformation   
The woman has obviously come to the well to draw water for 
herself. Her encounter with Jesus is a moment of transformation 
for her. At first, she fails to comprehend his reference to ‘living 
water’ and never being thirsty again. However, in the end ‘the 
woman put down her water jar and hurried back to the town.’ 
Leaving her water jar behind was a sign of the transformation 
that had taken place within her. She had indeed drunk of the 
living water of Jesus and no longer paid attention to the need 
for water that had brought her to the well. 

Living the Gospel – Personal encounter 
The Samaritan woman’s personal encounter with Jesus compels 
her to start spreading the good news about the amazing man 
she has met. She meets Jesus face to face and feels compelled 
to act on what she has felt. Lent is a time for each of us to again 
– or for the first time – seek out a face to face encounter with 

Jesus. Through prayer, contemplation on scripture or reflection 
on encountering Jesus in the face of others, we build a one to 
one relationship with Jesus. When we acknowledge this  
relationship, like the Samaritan woman, we are compelled to act 
on it. 

Questions for Adolescents 
Q. How does an understanding of the social and cultural context 
of scripture aid interpretation? 

Q. Which aspects of this encounter do you find most intriguing 
or interesting? 

Q. To what was Jesus alluding when he spoke of giving the  
woman ‘living water’? 

Q. How might the woman and the rest of the town have been 
changed by this incident? 

Q. What message do you take from this gospel for the Lenten 
season? 

Questions for Adults 
Q. Why is it significant that it was a Samaritan woman Jesus met 
at the well? 

Q. In what ways does an historical understanding of the  
Samaritans assist our understanding of this passage? 

Q. What is it about her encounter with Jesus that prompts the 
woman to speak about Jesus in the town? 

Q. How are we able to come ‘face to face’ with Jesus today as 
did the woman at the well? 

Learning moments 
Prepare a poster campaign for your school, parish or local com-
munity to highlight ways in which it is possible to have a face-to-
face encounter with Jesus during Lent. 

Research further the history of the Samaritan people and the 
fate of the small number of Samaritans still living in the area 
around Mt Gerizim today. 

 

REFLECTION by Fr Michael Tate 

Our Sacred Site 
The Jewish people worshipped at the Temple in Jerusalem. The 
Samaritans to the north worshipped on Mount Gerizem. But 
Jesus says to the woman of Samaria: ‘Believe me, woman, the 
hour is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this 
mountain nor in Jerusalem . . .  true worshippers will worship 
the Father in spirit and truth.’ 

We do this by acknowledging Jesus Christ as our sacred site. 
Jesus is where God is to be found. In his earthly ministry this was 
around places like the well in Samaria. As Risen Lord, he is to be 
found in those in dire need, and in the Heavenly Bread. In both 
cases we need to incline the body as an act of worship: in the 
case of the needy, by doing something practical; in the case of 
the Heavenly Bread, by genuflecting, bowing, before the Blessed 
Sacrament. 

We could pause for a moment to reorientate ourselves to the 
Sacred Site who is the Risen Christ, acknowledging him as  
indeed the ‘Saviour of the World’.

Sunday 8th March —Third Sunday of Lent —  Year A  
 

First Reading 
 
But the people were thirsty and kept on complaining, “Moses, did you bring us out of Egypt 
just to let us and our families and our animals die of thirst?” 
Then Moses prayed to the Lord, “What am I going to do with these people? They are about 
to stone me to death!” 
The Lord answered, “Take some of the leaders with you and go ahead of the rest of the peo-
ple. Also take along the walking stick with which you struck the Nile River. 

 
When you get to 

the rock at Mount Sinai,
[a]

 I will be there with you. Strike the rock with the stick, and water 
will pour out for the people to drink.” Moses did this while the leaders watched. 
The people had complained and tested the Lord by asking, “Is the Lord really with us?” So 
Moses named that place Massah, which means “testing” and Meribah, which means 
“complaining.” 
 

Gospel Reading 
And on his way he came to the town of Sychar. It was near the field that Jacob had long ago 
given to his son Joseph. The well that Jacob had 
dug was still there, and Jesus sat down  
beside it because he was tired from traveling. It was 
noon, and after Jesus' disciples had gone into town 
to buy some food, a Samaritan woman came to 
draw water from the well. 
Jesus asked her, “Would you please give me a drink 
of water?” 
“You are a Jew,” she replied, “and I am a Samaritan 
woman. How can you ask me for a drink of water 
when Jews and Samaritans won't have anything to 
do with each other?” 
 Jesus answered, “You don't know what God wants 
to give you, and you don't know who is asking you 
for a drink. If you did, you would ask me for the  
water that gives life.” 
“Sir,” the woman said, “you don't even have a buck-
et, and the well is deep. Where are you going to get this life-giving water? Our ancestor  
Jacob dug this well for us, and his family and animals got water from it. Are you greater than 
Jacob?” 
Jesus answered, “Everyone who drinks this water will get thirsty again. But no one who 
drinks the water I give will ever be thirsty again. The water I give will become in that person 
a flowing fountain that gives eternal life.” 
The woman replied, “Sir, please give me a drink of that water! Then I won't get thirsty and 
have to come to this well again.” 
 

Discussion Starters: 

Can you think of some ways that we use water? 

What would it be like if you had little or no water? 

Jesus says that he will give us water that gives life. When are we filled with this life? (when we gather 
to pray, are kind to others etc) 

Jesus spoke to the Samaritan woman who many people did not like. Are there times when we don’t 
want to talk to someone because we do not like them?
